22.  SCIENCE 
Make popsicles 
by pouring juice in 
an ice cube tray 
and adding sticks. 

23.  READ 
Read outside 
in the sun or in 
the shade. 

             

24. SCIENCE 
Fill a pot with 
water. Drop in 
ice cubes. Do 
they float? What 
else floats? 

25.  PLAY 
At bath time, 
pretend to be  
a sea turtle 
swimming in the 
sea.

Draw a picture 
of something 
you like to eat.

house.

What is your 
favorite 
summertime 
fruit?
